A $35 electronic processing fee will be required for each document processed through the Departmental Reporting System

Section 1 – Applicant License Status 

New Applicant §217.1 – Check this box if this is the first time ever licensed for this type of position. (Peace Officer license or Jailer license)  (1) Submit one FBI TCLEOSE Applicant fingerprint card to TXDPS or FAST program.

(2) Submit electronically or, mail L-1 to TCLEOSE.  The agency must retain a signed copy of L-1 the original L-2 and L-3, TCIC/NCIC, DD214’s (if applicable), proof of education, certified documents of arrest records (if applicable), and fingerprint card returns.

Already Licensed §217.7 - For this type of appointment – Conduct a criminal background check per Sec. 1701.451.  Have applicant sign a consent form to view employment record(s), submit F5R request, obtain a “personal status report” (PSR) from TCLEOSE and contact each of the applicant’s previous employers.

Check this box if: License holder with less than a 180 day break in service: from the last appointment for this type of license (180 consecutive days or less) submit F5R request.  Submit electronically or mail L-1 to TCLEOSE.  Retain copy for records.  License holder must obtain a copy of L-2 and L-3 from previous agency. 
Check this box if: License holder with more than 180 day break in service from the last appointment for this type of license  Submit F5R request.  Submit electronically or mail L-1 to TCLEOSE.
